POSTSEASON CHATTER: The Cardinal is participating in the NCAA Tournament for the
15th consecutive year, dating back to 1998 when the team made its first postseason appear-
ance in head coach John Rittman’s second season. Stanford has won seven regional titles
and made appearances in the Women’s College World Series in 2001 and 2004. Stanford has
reached the super regional series five of the last eight years, and holds a 37-32 (.536) all-time
record in postseason play.

STANFORD VS. THE FIELD: The Cardinal is 16-13 against the 2012 tournament field with
a 14-1 record at a neutral site. In addition to the seven fellow Pac-12 teams that qualified,
Stanford faced LIU Brooklyn, Long Beach State, Northwestern, Oklahoma, Portland State,
San Diego State, Texas A&M and Texas Tech earlier this year.

UP NEXT: Should the Cardinal advance to a super regional, it is matched up with the Tempe
Regional featuring the tournament’s No. 3 overall seed and defending national champion
Arizona State. The Sun Devils are hosting LIU Brooklyn, Long Beach State and Syracuse this
weekend. The winner of that regional will face the Lafayette Regional champion.

LAST WEEK: Stanford is coming off a 2-1 series win at Pac-12 newcomer Utah last week. Se-
nior Ashley Hansen led the team, hitting .700 with a double, triple and home run. The triple
was the 18th of her career, breaking the school record previously held by Catalina Morris.

PLAYER OF THE YEAR WATCH: Senior Ashley Hansen, a two-time All-American and the
reigning collegiate player of the year, was one of 25 players selected to USA Softball’s player
of the year watch list. She has already solidified her place in Cardinal history, ranking in the
top-10 in program history in career average (.404), hits (297), doubles (79), triples (18), RBI
(178), slugging percentage (.636) and runs scored (191).

GERHART IN THE CIRCLE: Junior Teagan Gerhart has reached the 20-win plateau in each
of her first three seasons on The Farm and is third all-time in program history. She is 78-30
overall with a 2.07 career ERA. With 613 strikeouts to her name, she ranks third all-time in
school history. She is fifth in shutouts with 22.

JENNA RICH FILE: Junior Jenna Rich is hitting .372 on the season and leads the Cardinal
with 63 RBI, 10 home runs, 13 doubles and a .669 slugging percentage, while ranking sec-
ond in and triples (4). Her 63 RBI leads the Pac-12 player and ranks second all-time on the

school’s single season list.

LAST CHANCE: Senior Jenna Becerra is making the most of her final season on The Farm.
She is hitting a career-best .345 on the season and has already surpassed her single season
bests in hits (50), doubles (13), RBI (37) and runs scored 26. She also has two triples on the
year, the firsts of her career. Against Oregon State, Becerra became the first Cardinal player

to hit grand slams in consecutive games.

PAC-12 WRAP-UP: With an 11-13 record, Stanford finished in sixth place in the notori-
ously tough Pac-12 Conference. California, the overall No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament,
claimed the conference crown with a 21-3 record. Arizona State (18-4) finished second, while
Oregon came in third with a 13-9 mark. Stanford was just one game out of fourth place,
where Arizona and UCLA tied with identical 12-12 records. Eight Pac-12 teams were award-
ed bids to this year’s postseason with six of the eight receiving one of the top 16 seeds.

LEADING THE CONFERENCE: Rookies Hanna Winter and Leah White, Stanford’s lead-
off and No. 2 hitters, are quickly making a name for themselves in the Pac-12. Winter leads
all conference players with 81 hits and is fourth with a .420 batting average. White tops the

Pac-12 with 10 sacrifice bunts and is fourth with 53 runs scored.

STATISTICAL LEADER: Junior pitcher Teagan Gerhart ranks sixth in the country in victo-
ries this season with 30, the fourth-most in a single season at Stanford. She tops the confer-

ence in wins, is second in innings pitched (237.2), while ranking fifth in strikeouts (190).

OFFENSIVE FIREPOWER: This year’s Stanford team is one of the best, if not the best, offen-
sive teams in school history. The 2012 Cardinal is on track to set new single season records

in batting average, hits, triples, RBI and runs scored.

RECORD SETTER: Senior Ashley Hansen will go down as one of the greatest players to
ever don the Cardinal uniform. This season she has set new Stanford career records for

doubles (79) and triples (18). Her eight triples this year are also a single-season best.

19 IN A ROW: Stanford’s longest winning streak of the season is 19 games, which ran from
Feb. 18 to March 11. During that span, the Cardinal outscored its opponents 129-28, posted

10 shutouts and earned five run-rule victories.

ROOKIE DEBUTS: All eight freshmen on the Cardinal roster made their debuts in the sea-
son opener against Cal State Northridge. Rookies Leah White and Hanna Winter have been
mainstays in the Cardinal lineup this season and are leading the team offensively. Pitcher
Nyree White has made 32 appearances in the circle, posting a 3.92 ERA with 69 strikeouts
in 110.2 innings pitched.

LOWE’S SENIOR CLASS AWARD: Senior Ashley Hansen has been named one of the 10
finalists for the 2012 Lowe’s Senior CLASS Award. She is one of four representatives from
the Pac-12 Conference. The finalists were chosen from a list of 30 candidates based on per-

sonal qualities that define a complete student-athlete - classroom, community, character and

PITCHER OF THE WEEK: Junior pitcher Teagan Gerhart nabbed Pac-12 Pitcher of the
Week and USA Softball National Player of the Week on Feb. 28 for her performance at the
Cathedral City Classic in Cathedral City, Calif. She registered five wins in the circle to lead

the Cardinal to an undefeated weekend. She posted a 0.22 ERA, allowing just one run in

31.2 innings pitched. She tallied 30 strikeouts, including the 500th of her career, and issued
just four walks and 12 hits. Gerhart also nabbed Pac-12 Pitcher of the Week on May 7 after
going 3-0 with two shutouts against then-No. 14 Washington.

PLAYER OF THE WEEK: Freshman outfielder Cassandra Roulund secured Stanford’s first
Pac-12 Player of the Week honors on May 7. She hit .600, scored six runs and tallied eight RBI
during a four-game stretch. She tallied a season-high five RBI against Santa Clara (5/1).

ALL-CONFERENCE RETURNERS: Stanford had six players selected to the all-conference

teams in 2011. Five of those players returned to the roster this season, including senior Ash-

ley Hansen and Sarah Hassman, juniors Teagan Gerhart and Jenna Rich and sophomore

Corey Hanewich.

IN THE POLLS: Stanford remains ranked in both major polls. The Cardinal, which has
appeared in every regular-season poll for more than a decade, is ranked No. 16 in the USA
Today/NFCA poll and No. 17 the ESPN.com/USA Softball top 25. Seven of the nine Pac-12

schools appeared in the top-25 of both polls.

SOLID VETERANS: With seven upperclassmen on a roster of 21, the Cardinal is still a

fairly young squad. However, the team’s veteran’s look to continue their production and

success at several key positions. The seniors, Jenna Becerra, Maya Burns, Ashley Hansen

and Sarah Hassman, have been to two super regionals and were a part of the 2009 squad

which posted the best winning percentage in school history (.814). Combined with the ju-

niors, Kelsey Gerhart, Teagan Gerhart and Jenna Rich, the upperclassmen have combined
to produce 477 runs, 692 hits and 381 RBI and 424 strikeouts entering the 2012 season. Led

by Hansen, the group contains a conference and national player of the year, two All-Amer-

ica honors, six all-conference accolades and seven all-region selections.

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PRESEASON PICKS: Stanford was picked to finish fifth in the Pac-12 this season in the
annual poll of the league’s coaches. 2011 National Champion Arizona State garnered six
first-place votes to sit at the top of the poll. California earned two first-place votes and came
in second, while Arizona snagged the final first-place vote for third. UCLA was picked just
ahead of the Cardinal at fourth. Washington, Oregon, Oregon State and conference new-

comer Utah rounded out the poll.

2011 IN REVIEW: Stanford is coming off a 42-17 season in which it finished fifth in the
Pac-10 Conference and was one win shy of advancing to the Women’s College World Series.
Stanford, which made its 14th consecutive NCAA Tournament and fifth super regional ap-
pearance in the last seven years, finished with a No. 10 national ranking. Infielder Ashley
Hansen became the program’s first national player of the year after being named the Pac-10
Conference Player of the Year and a First Team All-American by the NFCA. Teagan Ger-
hart, Sarah Hassman and Jenna Rich joined Hansen on the All-West Region and All-Pac-10

Conference teams.

TEAM USA TIES: Head coach John Rittman was a member of the United States National
Team coaching staff from 2001-08. In 2010, four players with ties to the Cardinal program
helped the U.S. capture the World Championship in Venezuela. Competing for the red,
white and blue were Stanford alums Alissa Haber, Lauren Lappin and Jessica Mendoza,
and current Cardinal infielder Ashley Hansen. The alums were also a part of the United
States” World Cup title in Oklahoma City.

HEAD COACH JOHN RITTMAN: In his 16th season at the helm of the Cardinal program,
head coach John Rittman is one of the winningest coaches in collegiate softball, boasting a
679-311-3 (.685) career record. Since stepping onto the Farm in July 1996, he has coached the
team to 15 consecutive winning seasons, 15 straight NCAA Tournament appearances and 12
40-win seasons. Under Rittman, Stanford has claimed a share of its first conference champi-

onship and made two appearances in the Women’s College World Series (2001 & 2004).

Last Meeting: The last meeting came during the 2006 season, where the Bears won 5-2 at
the Cathedral City Classic.

Common Ground: Stanford and Baylor have played five common opponents this season
- Oregon, Oklahoma, Texas A&M, Texas Tech and UCLA. Baylor went 3-8 against the com-
petition, while the Cardinal was 4-5.

Scouting Report: Baylor enters the tournament with a 33-20 overall record and received an
at-large berth out of the Big 12 Conference. As a team, Baylor has shut down its opponenets
defensivley, posting a .973 fielding percentage and a 1.88 team ERA. In the circle, junior
Courtney Repka and sophomore Liz Paul both hold 2.05 ERAs. Repka is 16-11 with 81
strikeouts, while Paul is 11-8 with 74 Ks. Offensively, sophomore Holly Holl is hitting .344
with 13 doubles and 15 RBI. Sophomore Clare Hosack leads the squad with 20 RBI, while
junior Kathy Shelton is 28-29 in stolen bases.

ABOUT LOUISIANA-LAFAYETTE

Series Record: Stanford is 1-0 all-time against Louisiana-Lafayette.

Last Meeting: The only meeting between the two programs came during the 2000 season,
where the Cardinal defeated the Ragin’ Cajuns, 2-1, at the NFCA Leadoff Classic in Colum-
bus, Ga.

Common Ground: Stanford and ULL have two common opponents this season in North-
western and Arizona State. The Ragin’ Cagins defeated the Wildcats 6-4 and the Sun Devils,
9-2. Stanford topped Northwestern, but was swept at ASU.

Scouting Report: ULL enters the weekend with a 49-4 overall record and the tournament’s
overall No. 14 seed. Most recently they dropped a 3-1 decision to South Alabama in the
Sun Belt championship game in Boca Raton, Fla. As a team, ULL is hitting .342 which ranks
fifth in the nation. Senior Christi Orgeron leads the way with a .376 average, including 11
doubles, two triples and 21 home runs. She has 91 RBI, leading all Division I players with
1.72 RBI per game. Junior Nerissa Myers has pitched in with 16 doubles, 12 home runs and
74 RBI. In the circle, ULL has relied on senior Ashley Brignac and freshman Jordan Wallace.

Common Ground: Stanford and Mississippi Valley State have just one common opponent
in Ole Miss. The Devilettes defeated the Rebels, 4-1, while the Cardinal posted two wins
against Ole Miss in the Stanford Invitational.

Scouting Report: Mississippi Valley State enters the tournament with a 34-17 overall record
and received an automatic bid as the SWAC Tournament champions. The Devilettes are hit-
ting .298 as a team and have outscored its opponents 273-177. Leading the way offensively
are juniors Alexa Sullivan and Nicole Burr. Sullivan paces the team with a .375 average,
recording 36 hits, 21 RBI and 18 runs scored. Burr leads the squad with 35 RBI. In the circle,
SWAC Pitcher of the Year Alicia Lorenz is 19-8 with a 2.47 ERA.
