 In the Rankings
• Stanford’s rankings remained virtually un-
changed at No. No. 12 in the USA Today/Coach-
es poll, No. 15 in Collegiate Baseball and No. 17 
in Baseball America. Prior to last week, Stanford 
was ranked in the national top-10 in at least one 
of the three polls in every previous week. A pre-
season No. 2,  Stanford was ranked No. 1 in the 
USA Today Coaches Poll the last week of Febru-
ary and were in the top-two in each of the fi rst 
seven weeks. In 12 of the last 25 seasons Stan-
ford has been ranked at No. 1.

About the Utes
(Bat: .253, ERA: 5.62, Field: .969)
• Utah’s fi rst year in the Pac-12 has been a rough 
one as the Utes rank last in batting (.253) and 
ERA (5.62). On Tuesday, Bill Kinneberg’s club 
snapped Utah Valley’s 32-game winning streak.  
The Utes has picked off games in fi ve series 
losses with Pac-12 opponents and won a series 
with USC. It has only been swept by UCLA and 
ASU.  Parker Morin leads the club with a .332 
average with 35 RBIs, while James Brooks ranks 
second in the Pac-12 in homers (10) and is bat-
ting .328. Five relievers have an ERA under 4.00.

Field of 64
• The annual fi eld of 64 will be 
announced on Memorial Day 
at 9 a.m. on ESPNU with the 
16 regional sites announced 
the day before. Teams with 
an RPI in the top-20 are seri-
ously considered as fi rst round 
hosts of the four-team region-
als. There are eight national 
seeds, which are guaranteed 
hosting duties in each of the 
fi rst two rounds prior to Oma-
ha. Stanford has reached 30 
NCAA Regionals (27 under 
Marquess). Under Marquess 
have hosted 14 Regionals 
since 1983.

No. 12-ranked Stanford (33-14, 14-10 Pac-12) 
will travel to Utah (14-35, 7-20 Pac-12) for its 
fi nal regular season road trip with games on 
Friday at 5 p.m. PT, Saturday at 3 p.m. PT and 
Sunday at 11:30 a.m. PT. The Cardinal have 
won four straight and are coming off a week-
end where they hit .340 in the sweep of the 
Cougars. This is the fi rst meeting between Utah 
and Stanford since 1965. The regular season 
concludes next week at Santa Clara on Tues-
day and by host Cal, as part of the 1987/88 
World Series celebration next weekend.

Director of Baseball
• Mark Marquess ‘69 enters his 36th season as the 
Clarke and Elizabeth Nelson Director of Baseball. 
He entered the season with an overall record of 
1422-741-7, producing 2 NCAA titles (1987, 1988), 
7 Super Regionals (six titles), 14 College World Se-
ries, 27 NCAA Regionals and 12 conference titles. 
He is one of just 10 coaches to have played and 
coached in a CWS, doing so while a player in 1967. 
He also won a Gold medal as the head coach of the 
1998 Seoul Olympic team and won a gold medal 
at the 1967 Pan Am Games. He carries a 120-59  
postseason record and 36-25 CWS mark.

Longtime Lieutenant
• Fellow alum, Dean Stotz ‘75, has been with Mar-
quess for all 35 years. In his current role, he is the 
team’s primary hitting coach, since 1997. As the re-
cruiting coordinator he has had two of the top-fi ve 
clases in 2010 and 2011. He has developed such 
Major Leaguers as Carlos Quentin, Johnny Bench 
Award winner Ryan Garko, Sam Fuld, Jody Gerut 
and Jed Lowrie. From 1993 to 1996 he was the 
team’s pitching coach, working with Cardinal stars 
Kyle Peterson, Chad Hutchinson and Jeff Austin.

Pitching
• Veteran coach Rusty Filter is in his third season 
as pitching coach. He coached his third fi rst round 
pick--Chris Reed, last season and has another in 
Mark Appel this year.  In his fi rst year with 12 under-
classmen, the Cardinal pitchers lowered its ERA a 
half a point from a year earlier. He spent 17 years 
at his alma mater previously. San Diego State led 
the Mountain West Conference in ERA in six of the 
league’s fi rst 10 seasons, ranking in the top-three 
in each of those years. Individually, four players 
were named the MWC’s Pitcher of the Year, includ-
ing Stephen Strasburg the last two years (2008, 
2009), Bruce Billings (2005), and Scott Shoemaker 
(2004).  

On the bases
• Dean Stotz ‘75 will be the third base coach and 
Brock Ungricht, who will also work with the Cardinal 
catchers, will coach fi rst base.

Coaches of Note
• Two of the Cardinal’s national title stars from the 
1987 and 1988 teams are in opposing dugouts, 
David Esquer (Cal) and Ed Sprague (Pacifi c). Es-
quer was the starting shortstop for the 1987 club, 
while Sprague was the starting third baseman for 
both the 1987 and 1988 clubs. Sprague also won 
a World Series title with the Blue Jays. Mark Mach-
tolf, another member of the 1987 team, is the coach 
at Gonzaga.

Four-Run Rally Gives Cardinal Win Over USF
• No. 12-ranked Stanford scored four runs in the eighth inning to come back and 
defeat USF 6-3. Dean McArdle and David Schmidt (3-1) each pitched 2.0 scoreless 
innings after USF took a 3-1 lead. Eric Smith’s double tied it, before a bases loaded 
walk against Elliott Waterman gave the Cardinal the lead.

Cardinal Sweep Past Washington State
• No. 12-ranked Stanford topped the 30-win plateau for the 30th time since 1981 
(32 years), hitting .340 in the three-game series while limiting the Cougars to just six 
runs. In the opener, Mark Appel (8-1) won his fourth-straight start, pitching 8.0 strong 
innings of two-run baseball. Appel hit double digits for strikeouts for the sixth time this 
season, striking out 10. On Saturday, Stephen Piscotty (3-2) in his fi rst career start on 
the mound, pitched 6.1 innings, giving up three runs (one) on six hits in an 8-3 win. 
He also helped himself with three hits at the plate. On Sunday, Brett Mooneyham (6-
4) pitched 7.0 shutout innnings and Dominic Jose, in his fi rst career start, hit a grand 
slam in the 6-1 win.

25th Anniversary of Back-to-Back Champions
• The 2012 season marks the 25th Anniversary of the 1987 and 1988 national cham-
pions under Mark Marquess. During Memorial Day Weekend, next weekend on the 
calendars, both championship teams will be honored on the fi eld in a pregame cer-
emony. That Cal team is coached by former shortstop David Esquer, who was the 
starting shortstop in 1987. Three members of those teams are now head coaches 
in Esquer, Ed Sprague (Pacifi c) and Mark Macholf (Gonzaga). Seventy-fi ve players 
and their families are projected to be at the pre-game BBQ and ceremony.

Wilson Driving His Way up the Charts
• Rightfi elder Austin Wilson enters the weekend third in the Pac-12 in homers (9), 
third in runs scored (48) and tenth in slugging (.529) to go along with his .297 aver-
age. He is two homers behind three league leaders with 11 homers a piece.

Defensive Gems, Right and Left
• On Sunday, Austin Wilson threw out a player at the plate (the third time this year 
he has done that) and in the sixth inning made back-to-back defensive efforts for the 
highlight reel. He caught a ball at the warning track crashing into the wall in a two-run 
game in the sixth, and then three pitches later, chased another ball down in the gap 
to keep Stanford in front.

Ultimate Utility Guy
• Stephen Piscotty has started every game in his career (159), adding a new start-
ing assignment this past weekend. After 10 appearances out of the bullpen, Piscotty 
started on the mound, tossing 6.1 innings, while giving up three runs (one earned) 
on six hits. Piscotty also retired the fi rst eight Cougars he faced. Piscotty, who has 
started in left and third this season (and at fi rst as a freshman), is currently the club 
leader in average (.344) and second in the Pac-12 in RBIs (51). On the mound, Pis-
cotty is 3-2 with one save in nine games. He has a 2.49 ERA over 21.2 innings.

Impressive Credentials on the Mound
• RHP Mark Appel (8-1, 2.68 ERA) enters his weekend start with a Pac-12 leading 95 
strikeouts in 94.0 innings after producing his sixth 10-strikeout game of the season. 
Four of those opponents were in the national top-10. Appel has also gone 7.0 innings 
or better in 11 of 12 starts.

Keeping it Close
• Over the last two years, Mark Appel has dropped eight games, all which have been 
decided by three runs or less at the conclussion. Over the last two years, Appel is 
14-8 as the team’s No. 1 starter.

Playing Like a Veteran
• Dominic Jose, who had nine career at-bats heading into last weekend, made his 
fi rst two career starts against the Cougars, and delivered. He had a sacrfi ce fl y and 
a walk in his fi rst career start-- in left, on Saturday, and followed that up with a grand 
slam on Sunday in his second start, this time at designated hitter. Jose is hitting .353 
in 14 games with seven runs and seven RBIs.

We Can’t Make This Up
Major league shortstop Jed Lowrie’s off-season 
consisted of a two-week safari to Africa on his hon-
eymoon, saying “Right before we went to sleep our 
guide brought us to the tent, showed us around and 
gave us an air horn and said, ‘Blow this if there’s a 
lion in your tent.” Indian infi elder Cord Phelps met up 
with two former players, Stephen Brown and Nolan 
Gallagher, in Jerusalem after Brown and Gallagher 
rode through Africa on motorcycles.

World Champions
Since Tillie Shafer in 1912 and 1913 with the New 
York Giants, 16 former players have appeared in the 
Fall Classic, winning a combined 12 rings. Bobby 
Brown won four titles with the Yankees in the 1940s 
and 1950s, while Ed Sprague won back-to-back 
titles with the Blue Jays in the 1990s. Sprague also 
part of Stanford’s CWS national title runs.

Award Winners
Former greats Jim Lonborg (1967) and Jack 
McDowell (1993) have each won Cy Young Awards. 
Bob Boone won a gold glove at catcher seven 
times from 1978 to 1989 and Mike Mussina was a 
gold glove winner from 1996 to 2008, seven times. 
Lonborg (1967), Boon (1976, 78, 79, 83), Ed Sprague 
(1991), McDowell (1991-93), Mussina (1992-94, 97-
98) and Carlos Quentin were all All-Stars. All-Star 
Shawn Green originally signed on with the Cardinal 
before accepting a minor league deal in the 1990s. 
He is a year away from graduating.

Major League Style
• Since the turn of the Century, Stanford has had 
89 players all-time reach the Majors. Marquess 
has coached 56 Major Leaguers since 1977 (58 
over that time have made the Majors with current 
White Sox GM Kenny Williams only playing football 
at Stanford and All-Star Shawn Green accepting a 
baseball scholarship but instead going to the draft).

Mooneyham Rebounds
• LHP Brett Mooneyham rebounded on Sunday with 7.0 shutout innings to move 
to 6-4 on the season. Ranking third in the Pac-12 in strikeouts, the lefthander has 
struck out at least seven in eight of 11 starts this season. Mooneyham had started 
the season 5-0.

Finding a Way Into the Lineup
• Along with Dominic Jose, Danny Diekroeger made his fi rst start in the fi eld this past 
weekend-- starting twice at second base. The sophomore infi elder is hitting .327 in 12 
starts (and 25 games) overall this year with 10 runs and seven RBIs.

Crushing the Opposition
• Stanford enters the week second in the Pac-12 in homers (37), doubles (102), runs 
(323) and slugging (.434). The Cardinal have scored in the fi rst innings 12 times this 
year (going 11-1) and are a combined 25-1 when scoring six or more runs.

Speaking of Doubles
• Stanford enters the week with fi ve players with at least 10 doubles this season, 
which equates to the Pac-12’s second-highest total of the season (102) and one of 
only two Pac-12 clubs to hit the century mark. Kenny Diekroger leads the club with 
14 doubles.

Game-Winners
• Stanford has seven wins in its last at-bat, doing it against San Francisco with four 
runs in the bottom of the eighth at home against USF. Eric Smith’s RBI double started 
the four-run rally. Versus ASU, Alex Blandino’s two-out RBI single against the Sun 
Devils, on Saturday, gave the Cardinal the series en route to the sweep. On Sunday 
at Washington, an interference call at home followed by a double steal gave Stan-
ford a 9-8 victory. Five days earlier, the Cardinal won 9-8 in 12th innings as Danny 
Diekroeger drove in the winning run in the 12th after Stanford scored fi ve in the ninth 
to send it to extra innings against Saint Mary’s on April 2. Homers won three games 
this year-- Austin Wilson’s walk-off two-run homer in the ninth against USC, Stephen 
Piscotty’s two-run homer at Pacifi c in the 11th and Justin Ringo’s two-run homer in 
the bottom of the ninth against Rice.

Diekroeger Recognized
• Stanford shortstop Kenny Diekroeger was named fi rst team Academic All-District for 
the second straight year as the management, science and engineering major carries 
a 3.59 cumulative GPA. He was also placed on the initial list for the Brooks Wallace 
Award on the same day in early May, honoring college’s top shortstop. He is hitting 
.298 with a team-high 13 doubles. He has also driven in 24, producing a solid .967 
fi elding percentage at second and short.

Kauppila Out
• Shortstop Lonnie Kauppila, a starter on the infi eld for 29 games this year, will miss 
the rest of the season with a left knee injury suffered on Sunday versus Oregon. The 
sophomore was hitting .280 with 16 runs and 13 RBIs this year. In his place, Kenny 
Diekroeger will move back to short and Brett Michael Doran and Alex Blandino will 
play on the infi eld.

Since his arrival, in the fall of 1965, Mark Marquess’ (mar-QUESS) impact upon Stanford 
baseball is beyond measure. A member of the American Baseball Coaches Hall of Fame, 
Marquess opened the season as the seventh-winningest coach in NCAA Division-I baseball 
history - fourth among active skippers . He moved past USC’s Rod Dedeaux’s 1342 victories in 
2009. Each of those victories have come on The Farm, as he has won more games than any 
coach in any sport ever at Stanford. As head coach of USA Baseball in 1981, Marquess guided 
the U.S. collegiate team to a gold medal at the World Games in Santa Clara. Following that 
accomplishment, he led the club to the gold medal at the Intercontinental Cup in Edmonton, 
Canada. His squad edged Cuba, 5-4, in the fi nals to mark the fi rst time since 1970 that the 
United States had beaten the Cubans in international competition. In addition, Marquess be-
came the only person ever to post victories over the Cuban team as both a player and a coach. 
Marquess’ success as a coach can be traced to his days as a player. A three-year starter at 
fi rst base for Stanford (1967-69), he earned fi rst-team All-America honors in 1967 and gar-
nered second-team All-America recognition in 1968. He was also named fi rst-team All-Pac-8 
and All-District-8 both seasons. Marquess’ name is still etched in the school’s record book, as 
his .404 batting average in 1967 is fi fth all-time on the school’s single-season list and his 15 
career triples are tied for fi fth. In addition, Marquess is one of only 10 to have both played in 
and coached at the College World Series. He also competed on the 1967 USA Pan American 
Games team that captured the gold medal. One of the greatest two-sport athletes ever on The 
Farm, he completed his collegiate baseball career with three seasons on the Stanford football 
squad as a quarterback, split end, defensive back and punt returner.
